CHIMNEY FANS

Chimney fans are available in two model types for bio fuel applications. The RSV
model has vertical discharge while the RS model has horizontal discharge.

MODEL RSV MODEL RS

The chimney fan is easy to mount on the top of the chimney and can tolerate
constant temperatures as high as 250°C. The motor is vibration free so the chimney
fan operates very quietly.

If the chimney top is above the ridge height of the roof, both RS and RSV type
models can be used. RSV models are recommended for use in windy areas. If the
chimney top is lower than the height of the roof ridge, or if the building has a
thatched roof we also recommend the RSV chimney fan due to the vertical
discharge.

The chimney fans can be opened
easily, enabling a chimney sweeper
to sweep the chimney and clean the
chimney fan without any problems.
The chimney fans come with a 2 year
warranty against mechanical failure.

The chimney fan will automatically adjust itself back
down to the pre-set speed afterwards.

Automatic control

The EBC20 is a fully automatic control system for boiler installations

and for other installations in which single or multiple heat sources are
onnected to the same chimney. The control system monitors and
maintains a specific draught in the chimney by regulating to a constant
pressure. This way you will always have the optimal draught regardless of
the load in the boiler. The EBC20 can even shut down the boiler system if
it works with automatic feed of fuel like a stoker.
